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Summary

The article is devoted to the analysis of the decorative motives on gold overlays of rhyta and
gold appliqués from the barrow-mounds nos. 2 and 4 of the Seven Brothers tumuli in the Kuban
basin. These include a seven-petaled palmette of unusual design, having a parallel on the staters of
Yalysos in Caria minted between 510 and 480 BC, and a five-petal circumscribed palmette with the
parallels in the red-figured vase painting and architectural terracottas of the second — third quarters
of the 5" century BC. Of special interest is a peculiar treatment of a lotus flower. The petals and
lotus flowers on the gold items from the Seven Brothers tumuli demonstrate that the designs were
not simply copied from their prototypes (primarily of Asia Minor origin) but were transformed and
decorated the objects most probably fashioned specially for the Sindian customers.
